T1 Grand City Tour:

During our Grand City Tour you will get a general overview of the city of Prague, considered as one of the most beautiful in Central Europe. By the bus you will pass State Opera, National Museum, Wenceslas Square, and then continue to Hradcany, the Prague Castle District. Here you enjoy walking tour passing by archbishop’s Palace,St. Vitus Cathedral ,Royal Palace & Golden Lane. Then our coach takes you across Vltava River to Parizska Street and through the Jewish “Ghetto”. The tour finishes with the visit of Old Town Square surrounded by Old Town Hall with its famous Astronomical Clock, Tyn & St. Nicholas Churches.
T2Prague Castle in Details :

Our coach takes you to the Prague Castle District. Here you will visit Royal Palace, St. Vitus Cathedral, St. George Monastery and Golden Lane. A pleasant stroll through the romantic Nerudova Lane will lead you to Lesser Town with its famous palaces and the medieval Charles Bridge, where the tour ends.
T3 Cruise on the Vltava River with lunch & music:
During your visit to Prague you should not miss the unusual opportunity of taking  our boat cruise along the Vltava River. Our coach takes you to the pier where you board an air  conditioned cruise boat .During the cruise you will have lunch (accompanied by music) ,while the most important sights of the "Golden  City" , Hradcany, Lesser Town, Charles Bridge, National Theatre and Vysehrad are passing by .Our tour ends at pier near International Hotel.
T4 Coffee Break On the Vltava River:
A romantic cruise not exclusively for Lovers
We will take you by bus to the Vltava River. The cruise will last two hours and from the boat you will enjoy beautiful and charming views of Prague Castle and   Charles Bridge. You will be told about the sights while coffee & cake is served. From the pier our guide will accompany you through Parizska Street to Old Town Square, where the tour ends.
T5 Cruise on Vltava river with dinner & music 
You spend an enjoyable evening with us in the illuminated Prague .We take you to the Vltava River where you board a comfortable ship. During the cruise you will enjoy, dinner with music entertainment while the illuminated sight of Prague, Charles Bridge, Castle District, National Theater and Vysehrad are passing by. After a 3-hour boat – trip you continue by coach to the most beautiful full squares of Prague.
The route ends not far from The Powder Tower at the Casino Millenium; where for those interested and older than 18 years of age the tickets, a welcome drink and two chips worth 100Kc each would be reserved. (An ID card and suitable clothing is expected by the Casino.) 
T6 Konopiste:
Tour to a lovely hunting castle about 35 km to the south of Prague. The Castle, built at the end of the 13th century, was rebuilt several times, with the last reconstruction taking place at the end of the 19thcentury when it was bought by heir of Austrian – Hungarian empire Francis Ferdinand D' Este, murdered in Sarajevo in 1914. The castle contains an impressive collection of historical weapons and steel ramous of more than 6000 pieces, considered one of the most outstanding in Europe and also furniture, paintings, carvings, stoves and a substantial collection of hunting trophies.
T7 Karlstejn Castle: 

Our half-day tour will show you the Karlstejn castle about 40 km to the south west of Prague, a middle age fortress built by Charles IV to guard  the royal and imperial jewels and also the relics of  some the saints. From the castle you can admire a nice view of the picturesque Karlstejn town where you can buy a wide range of typical craftsmanship like Bohemia crystal, garnet, ceramic, textiles and others. 
T8 Konopiste and Karlstejn

During the all day excursion, you will visit Konopiste Castl and then after lunch, karlestjn Castle regarding tour no T8 & T9
T9 Kutna Hora: 

Our half-day tour takes you approx. 65 kms from Prague to Kutna Hora ,the ancient silver mining town ,founded in the 13th century, full of splendid Gothic monuments . The walking tour through the town includes visits to St. Barbara Cathedral with its valuable painting and frmal royal mint that once produced Prague groschen.
T10 Karlovy Vary:
An unforgettable visit to the world-famous spa in West Bohemia (about 130 km from Prague). The city is located in a beautiful valley surrounded by hills. We will visit the glass exhibition at Moser factory and then continue to the world – famous spa, known especially for its 12 medicinal mineral springs administered for different ailment treatments e.g. digestive tract diseases, stress and others. This is a city with beautiful façades, visited by world famous personalities like Goethe, Karl Marx, Freud, famous Czech composer Antonin Dvorak and others.
T11 Cesky Krumlov:
This tour will show you the beautiful country side of South Bohemia and will reach Cesky Krumlov, the first listed Town in the Cezh Republic. After a walk through the romantic lanes of the medieval town you visit the castle (the 2nd largest in Cezh Republic) with its splendid interiors. After lunch you will be taken to a typical South Bohemia n village – Holasovice (UNESCO – peasant Baroque).

T12 Folkrore evening with Dinner & Music(3,5 hours)
An unforgettable visit to the world-famous spa in West Bohemia (about 130 km from Prague). The city is located in a beautiful valley surrounded by hills. We will visit the glass exhibition at Moser factory and then continue to the world – famous spa, known especially for its 12 medicinal mineral springs administered for different ailment treatments e.g. digestive tract diseases, stress and others.
