Day 01- Airport / Pinnawala / Habaran
“Ayubowan” On arrival at the recently refurbished Modern and State of the art International Airport, you will be blessed to get your first taste of warm Sri Lankan hospitality; Representative from OUR representative will garland & welcome you at the Airport  & Transfer to Dambulla via Pinnawala…  
See baby jumbos wondering around their cramped foster home or bottle fed and bathed by their human foster fathers at Pinnawala, about 90Km from Colombo towards Kandy is the home to some 60 or more elephant orphans. A place you will really enjoy and never forget. Most orphans are accustomed to their curious human visitors are harmless. Watch them roll & play but don’t lose track of time…
Afterwards proceed to hotel and in the evening stay leisure at hotel.

Over night stay at Chaaya Village
Day 02- Habarana / Sigiriya / Habrana 
After scrumptious breakfast with variety, proceed to climb the Sigiriya rock fortress…
Sri Lankan architectural tradition is well displayed at Sigiriya, the best preserved city centre in Asia from the first millennium, with its combination of buildings and gardens with their trees, pathways, water gardens, the fusion of symmetrical and asymmetrical elements, use of varying levels and of axial and radial planning. The Complex consists of the central rock, rising 200 meters above the surrounding plain, and the two rectangular precincts on the east (90 hectares) and the west (40 hectares), surrounded by two moats and three ramparts. The plan of the city is based on a precise square module. 

Then proceed to Habarana for a once in a life time experience…
Elephant Ride a jungle trek on elephant back is an adventurous experience. Accompanied by the mahout - the elephant handler, you set off for a ride of a lifetime along jungle paths and across shallow rivers. Do not miss the chance of lifetime; ride through the jungle on an Elephant's back - a whole different experience from the traditional transportation methods. The feeling of stepping back in time, a time when kings rode on the backs of these magnificent mammals…

Come back to the hotel and enjoy a lovely candlelit romantic dinner…….
Over night stay at Chaaya Village
Day 03- Habrana/ Kandy 

After scrumptious breakfast with variety visit leave for Kandy visiting a Spice Garden at Matale and see the luscious Cinnamons, Cardamoms, Pepper plants etc. You can also purchase your requirements of spices.
Spice Gardens- at Matale – You will see many spice gardens at Matale and in Mawanella on the Colombo-Kandy road where Cinnamon, Cardamom, Pepper Creepers and all other spice trees, plants and creepers are planted for visitors to see them. Spice products are also available for those who would like to buy them. At all Spice Gardens visitors are taken round explaining each tree and plant and at the end explaining the use of them in food preparations.

Afterwards visit a * Batik Factory where you can see the manufacture of beautiful Batik prints. The shop contains a wide variety of Batik items
Kandy -The hill capital is another “World Heritage Site”. It was the last stronghold of the Sinhalese Kings during the Portuguese, Dutch and British rule and finally ceded to the British in 1815 after an agreement.

To the Buddhists of Sri Lanka and the World, Kandy is one of the most sacred sites as it is the home of the “Dalada Maligawa” - Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic of Lord Buddha. Close by are the remains of the Royal Palace (“Maha Wasala”), “Palle Wasala”- where the Queens stayed-now used for the National Museum, “Meda Wasala” where other close relatives lived, Audience Hall, Natha Devala and Vishnu Devala are situated close by. The Bathing Pavilion (“Ulpenge”) is by the Lake and in the Center of the lake is the Island called “Kiri samudraya” (Milk white ocean) used by the kings as the summerhouse.Today it is the center of Buddhism, Arts, Crafts, Dancing, Music and Culture.Visitors can see these Dance & Music at the daily Cultural Performances held at several places in the city. 

Over night stay at Chaaya Citadel 
Day 04- Kandy City Tour

After scrumptious breakfast with variety visit leave for Kandy city Tour.
Peradeniya Royal botanical Gardens- 147 acres in extent; Started in 1374 as a pleasure garden of the Kings of Gampola and Kandy.  There are more than 5,000 species of trees, plants and creepers. Some rare and endemic as well as flora from the tropical world are found in the gardens.  Spice Garden and Orchid House are popular with tourists.

There are 5 Palm Avenues beautifying the gardens, the earliest and tallest Palm Avenue (Royal Palm Avenue) was planted in 1905 and the Double Coconuts from the Seashells Island, with the largest seed of all plants in the world is one such avenue.

Temple of the Tooth Relic - To Buddhist of Sri Lanka and the world, Kandy is one of the most sacred sites as it is the home of the “Dalada Maligawa” - Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic of Lord Buddha 

Evening witness a Cultural dance performance featuring various dance types of Sri Lanka. Duration. (45 minutes – 01hour)

Over night stay at Chaaya Citadel
Day 05-Kandy / Colombo City tour 

After scrumptious breakfast with variety, proceed to Colombo… 

Go on a site seeing and a shopping trip around the busy streets of Colombo….

Colombo's streets, which buzz with life during the day - when its population is swollen by some 400,000 commuting workers are virtually empty after nightfall, with little nightlife outside a handful of international-standard hotels. 

During the day, however, its colorful street markets, colonial-era buildings, museums and Galleries, churches, mosques and temples, and the lovely Viharamahadevi Park with it beautiful trees, make it a great place to explore on foot.

Colombo was the main seaport of Kotte, the country's 15th- and 16th-century capital. Known to Arab traders as Kalamba, the city attracted the rapacious Portuguese as early as 1505 and became the bastion of their rule for almost 150 years. Surprisingly little remains to attest to this era, apart from a scattering of Portuguese surnames in the telephone directory and a handful of Roman Catholic churches and seminaries. Nor are there many mementoes of the Dutch who expelled the Portuguese in the mid-17th century. The central area of the city is still known as Fort, but the remnants of the colonial battlements have long since been demolished, or incorporated in newer buildings. There are more mementoes of the British period, including the neo-Classical old parliament building, the Victorian-era President's House (still often called 'Queen's House'), and the grandly mercantile brick facade of Cargill's, a splendid 19th-century department store that has changed little since the 19th-century heyday of Sri Lanka's British tea planters.

Over night stay at Ramada Colombo.

Day 06 - Colombo / Bentota

After breakfast proceed towards southern tip of Sri Lanka…

The Kosgoda Conservation Project is an ideal way to learn and observe this endangered species. Garden Beach Hotel, on the edge of Turtle Beach, offers responsible night-time expeditions to its guests if turtles are lying.
Then proceed to do a Boat Ride at Hikkaduwa…

A haven for surfers, water sports enthusiasts and underwater explorers. Hikkaduwa is the place for underwater delights where there is a marine sanctuary abundant with rare corals and tropical fish. The colorful corals and beautiful tropical fish can be explored either by snorkeling or taking a ride in a glass bottom boat. Glass bottom boat rides will let you view the beautiful coral reefs while the more adventurous travelers might want to go diving.
